Today, Ekal has 7,000 full-time 
workers and a vast network of structural 
organizations.

The unit head had to follow a rule: 
he would have to spend every night in a 
village. Step by step, Ekal made 

After meticulous discussion, they 
concluded that a teacher should 
undergo training for 10 days twice a 
year. Consequently, 18 training camps 
(varga) were organized annually for 
nine units (sanch).

During the rainy season, it became 
nearly impossible to work in the vanvasi 
areas. To address this challenge, it was 
decided that a training team would 
handle 18 vargas. Hence, a group of 
nine sanch was called an anchal 
(zone). Over time, further divisions and

Guest Speakers and Thought 
Leaders: Sri Yashwant Deshmukh, 
CEO of C-Voter, spoke about the urgent 
need for India to shift from a job-
seeking to a job-creating mindset. He 
reflected on India’s rich legacy as a 
nation of entrepreneurs and lamented 
how colonial-era shifts disrupted the 
country’s self-sufficiency. Sri Deshmukh 
advocated for reviving India’s tradition of 
rural entrepreneurship and making 
employment generation central to policy 
and civic thinking.

Prof .  Anand Ranganathan 
(Spec ia l  Cen t re  fo r  Mo lecu la r 
Medicine, Jawaharlal Nehru University) 
o f f e r e d  a  t h o u g h t - p r o v o k i n g 
perspective on India’s progress, using 
what he called the “dual-lens of 
success.” Under the positive lens, he 
highlighted India’s spectacular strides 
over the past decade: substantial GDP 
growth, expanding infrastructure with 
over 20 metro-enabled cities and 148 
airports, increased foreign exchange 
reserves, the rise of over 120,000 
startups, improved GST collections, 
and strong growth in solar panel 
capacity and electronic exports. 
However, he cautioned that these 
achievements should not overshadow 
the critical areas still requiring attention. 

sociology of rural communities, noting 
that behaviors such as self-sanitation, 
long practiced in villages, were only 
adopted by cities during the COVID 
pandemic. He also highlighted major 
gaps in existing government policies 
and manuals, particularly their failure to 
address the nuanced support systems 
required for rural entrepreneurs. 
According to him, Self-Help Groups 
(SHGs) have not been effectively 
channeled due to a lack of detailed, 
actionable guidelines. Prof. Vivek 
concluded by applauding the resilience 
of rural societies, especially during the 
COVID crisis, when many large 
enterprises faltered while village 
systems held firm. He called for a more 
structured and holistic ecosystem to 
nurture village-based enterprises and 
social entrepreneurs.

The vote of thanks was delivered by 
Sri Abhimanyu Popli, vice president of 
Ekal Sansthan, followed by an open 
forum moderated by Sri Prateek Khatri, 
which fostered a lively exchange of 
ideas and collaborative commitments.

This quote by American 
journalist Sydney J. Harris 
has stayed with me. The 
more I reflect on it, the 
more I find its truth deeply 

profound. A mirror simply reflects what 
already exists. A window, however, 
o p e n s  a  v i e w  t o  t h e  w o r l d 
beyond—offe r ing  poss ib i l i t i es , 
perspectives, and pathways not yet 
explored. Education, in its truest sense, 
does just that. It shifts our inner lens, 
nudging us out of our comfort zones, 
prompting us to challenge assumptions, 
and enabling us to connect with a 
broader, interconnected world. It equips 
us not only with knowledge and skills but 
with the critical thinking needed to 
navigate the complexities of modern life. 

As a passionate advocate for 
education, I believe that transformation 
must begin at the grassroots level, 
especially through primary education. 
Many of my dear friends in Boston are 
actively involved in raising awareness 
and support for the One Teacher School 
movement by Ekal Vidyalaya. I, too, 
feel strongly aligned with their mission 
a n d  h a v e  j o i n e d  t h e i r  e f f o r t s 
wholeheartedly.  During my recent trip to 
India, I had the opportunity to witness 
this movement in action during a visit to 
the Badali Ekal School in the Baripada 
Anchal, Bada Sahi Sanch. 

A Warm Welcome: After a five-
hour drive from Bhubaneswar, I arrived 
in the village on a cloudy, windy Sunday 
afternoon on February 23rd. The sky 
hinted at rain, and the journey had left 
me tired. But any fatigue quickly 
vanished in the warmth of my welcome. 
The teachers greeted me with a 
traditional Aarti, their smiles radiating 
quiet pride and the deep devotion they 

bring to their work each day. 

They led me to a thatched shade. An 
open structure lovingly built by the 
villagers where rows of children sat 
c r o s s - l e g g e d ,  e y e s  w i d e  w i t h 
anticipation. What moved me most was 
their serenity and discipline. Though 
young, their posture and presence 
spoke volumes. These were not just 
students; they were torchbearers of 
values rooted in community, simplicity, 
and reverence for learning. 

 The Soul of Ekal: Sanskar 
Shiksha: A central tenet of Ekal’s 
approach is Sanskar Shiksha - value-
based education. In keeping with this 
tradition, I was invited to light a 
ceremonial lamp before Goddess 
Saraswati. What followed was a chorus 
of prayers sung by the children in 
S a n s k r i t ,  H i n d i ,  a n d  O d i a — a 
harmonious blend of devotion and 
discipline. 

While this particular village hasn't 
yet implemented Ekal’s pilot programs 
like telemedicine, sewing, or computer 
literacy, they remain steadfast in 
promoting value education, basic 
hygiene awareness, and even organic 
farming. Their focus is clear: build a 
strong foundation rooted in simplicity 
and values.

My wife Neela and I recently 
undertook a 5-day ‘Ekal Pilgrimage’ 
through the remote rural-tribal regions 
of Bihar. It did feel like a pilgrimage right 
from the moment we landed in Bodh 
Gaya, the sacred starting point of our 
journey into the vibrant landscape of 
the Ekal Vidyalaya Foundation (EVF). 
We were fired by the desire to witness 
the real impact of Ekal’s work: to see 
how our own contributions were making 
a difference to educational and social 
projects at the grassroots level. We also 
wanted to understand the ground 
realities of the communities Ekal was 
serving. Our itinerary was thoughtfully 
curated and executed by Sri Bhaskar 
Sharma, Executive Director of Ekal 
Gramotthan Foundation in India, with 
logistical support from Sri Himanshu 
Mehra. This arm of Ekal Vidyalaya 
implements skill training in the villages. 
To our delight, Sri Bhaskar even flew in 
from Delhi to personally accompany us 
to the various projects we had helped 
sponsor. His presence and dedication 
added a meaningful dimension to our 
visit.

Each day of our journey took us 
deep in to  remote  reg ions  tha t 
constantly pushed our physical comfort 

zones. I was reminded of my early days 
as a Civil Engineer posted in a small 
village near Ankaleshwar in Gujarat. 
The lack of basic infrastructure and the 
hardships I had seen back then were 
the same we encountered on this trip, 
55 years later. It was a poignant 
reminder of the continued need for rural 
development and reaffirmed our deep 
commitment to Ekal. In Tekari (about 
1.5 hours from Bodh Gaya), we visited 
a ‘Tailoring Training Center’, and in 
K a b a r ,  w e  h a d  t h e  h o n o r  o f 
i n a u g u r a t i n g  a  n e w  ‘ W o m e n 
Empowerment Center ’—offer ing 
training in tailoring, beautician work – 
that our family had sponsored. 

We had two state-level Ekal 
coordinators, Sri Ranjan Kumari and 
Sri Bholanath Mishra, accompanying 
us throughout this visit. We also learned 
much from Susri Kiran Agrawal and 
Susr i  Nal in i  Rathod,  dedicated 
custodians of Ekal’s vision in Bihar. 
With their support,  we had the 
opportunity to meet several local and 
state officials and gain deeper insight 
into the regional needs. One bright 
moment came when some girls at the 
Women Empowerment Center asked, 
“If Uncle is from Gujarat and Aunty from 
Maharashtra, what brought you to 
Bihar?” Our reply was simple: “We 
wanted to bring empowerment where it 
was needed the most.” 

In regions where functional literacy 
barely exists, Ekal schools offer a 
precious first taste of learning, igniting 
aspirations. Many Ekal alumni now hold 
respected local positions and have 
returned to serve the movement. 

Sri Ranjan Kumar, our guide, is himself 
a proud Ekal alumnus. Another well-
known former student is Susri Pinki 
Karmakar, who carried the torch for 
India at the London Olympics. The Ekal 
school operates wherever the villagers 
offer the space for it. Despite working 
with the barest minimum of resources 
and infrastructure, it was admirable to 
see the Ekal teacher’s and volunteer’s 
unwavering commitment to the Ekal 
vision. It was especially inspiring to 
learn how our training centers are 
transforming the lives of rural girls. 
Many of them now earn `3,500– 
`5,000/month through part-time work. 
At Tekari, 250 girls have completed 
their certification over the past three 
years. Another 150–200 are expected 
to graduate in the next year and a half. 
At Kabar, Susri Jyoti Kawar manages 
the tailoring center with passion and 
has exciting plans for beautician 
training. Currently, she is training 30–35 
girls with a vision for more.  

It was evident through our travels 
that though Bihar has faced significant 
developmental challenges, over the 
past decade, signs of progress have 
begun to emerge—thanks in part to 
voluntary organization like Ekal. 
Seeing all this made me realize that no 
matter how many articles I’ve written 
or campaigns I’ve run for Ekal in the 
U.S., nothing compares to seeing Ekal 
i n  ac t ion  on  the  g round .

My wife Neela and I recently 
undertook a 5-day ‘Ekal Pilgrimage’ 
through the remote rural-tribal regions 
of Bihar. It did feel like a pilgrimage right 
from the moment we landed in Bodh 
Gaya, the sacred starting point of our 
journey into the vibrant landscape of 
the Ekal Vidyalaya Foundation (EVF). 
We were fired by the desire to witness 
the real impact of Ekal’s work: to see 
how our own contributions were making 
a difference to educational and social 
projects at the grassroots level. We also 
wanted to understand the ground 
realities of the communities Ekal was 
serving. Our itinerary was thoughtfully 
curated and executed by Sri Bhaskar 
Sharma, Executive Director of Ekal 
Gramotthan Foundation in India, with 
logistical support from Sri Himanshu 
Mehra. This arm of Ekal Vidyalaya 
implements skill training in the villages. 
To our delight, Sri Bhaskar even flew in 
from Delhi to personally accompany us 
to the various projects we had helped 
sponsor. His presence and dedication 
added a meaningful dimension to our 
visit.

Each day of our journey took us 
deep in to  remote  reg ions  tha t 
constantly pushed our physical comfort 

zones. I was reminded of my early days 
as a Civil Engineer posted in a small 
village near Ankaleshwar in Gujarat. 
The lack of basic infrastructure and the 
hardships I had seen back then were 
the same we encountered on this trip, 
55 years later. It was a poignant 
reminder of the continued need for rural 
development and reaffirmed our deep 
commitment to Ekal. In Tekari (about 
1.5 hours from Bodh Gaya), we visited 
a ‘Tailoring Training Center’, and in 
K a b a r ,  w e  h a d  t h e  h o n o r  o f 
i n a u g u r a t i n g  a  n e w  ‘ W o m e n 
Empowerment Center ’—offer ing 
training in tailoring, beautician work – 
that our family had sponsored. 

We had two state-level Ekal 
coordinators, Sri Ranjan Kumari and 
Sri Bholanath Mishra, accompanying 
us throughout this visit. We also learned 
much from Susri Kiran Agrawal and 
Susr i  Nal in i  Rathod,  dedicated 
custodians of Ekal’s vision in Bihar. 
With their support,  we had the 
opportunity to meet several local and 
state officials and gain deeper insight 
into the regional needs. One bright 
moment came when some girls at the 
Women Empowerment Center asked, 
“If Uncle is from Gujarat and Aunty from 
Maharashtra, what brought you to 
Bihar?” Our reply was simple: “We 
wanted to bring empowerment where it 
was needed the most.” 

In regions where functional literacy 
barely exists, Ekal schools offer a 
precious first taste of learning, igniting 
aspirations. Many Ekal alumni now hold 
respected local positions and have 
returned to serve the movement. 

Sri Ranjan Kumar, our guide, is himself 
a proud Ekal alumnus. Another well-
known former student is Susri Pinki 
Karmakar, who carried the torch for 
India at the London Olympics. The Ekal 
school operates wherever the villagers 
offer the space for it. Despite working 
with the barest minimum of resources 
and infrastructure, it was admirable to 
see the Ekal teacher’s and volunteer’s 
unwavering commitment to the Ekal 
vision. It was especially inspiring to 
learn how our training centers are 
transforming the lives of rural girls. 
Many of them now earn `3,500– 
`5,000/month through part-time work. 
At Tekari, 250 girls have completed 
their certification over the past three 
years. Another 150–200 are expected 
to graduate in the next year and a half. 
At Kabar, Susri Jyoti Kawar manages 
the tailoring center with passion and 
has exciting plans for beautician 
training. Currently, she is training 30–35 
girls with a vision for more.  

It was evident through our travels 
that though Bihar has faced significant 
developmental challenges, over the 
past decade, signs of progress have 
begun to emerge—thanks in part to 
voluntary organization like Ekal. 
Seeing all this made me realize that no 
matter how many articles I’ve written 
or campaigns I’ve run for Ekal in the 
U.S., nothing compares to seeing Ekal 
i n  ac t ion  on  the  g round .
